Compliance Checks Are Effective in Reducing Alcohol Access 

~~Two Business out of 18 Fail Alcohol Check ~~

Two businesses checked by the Pierre Police 

Department and Hughes and Stanley county 

sheriff’s offices failed during an alcohol        

compliance check. 

Officers conducted the check of 18 businesses 

on Sunday, September 15th. All of the stores in 

Pierre were in compliance.  The two stores that 

failed were the Cowboy  Country Store in Fort 

Pierre and the Medicine Creek Convenience 

Store in Blunt, according to a news release 

from the Pierre Police Department.  Two store 

clerks were cited for furnishing alcohol to a 

minor and given mandatory court dates. 

Capt. Dave Panzer, with the Pierre Police   

Department said the businesses did well.  

“Actually we did very well,” he said. “Inside 

Pierre we had 100 percent compliance”. 

The dates and locations of the checks are 

varied throughout the year, Panzer said.

(E-CHUG)  educational tool generates a 

customized report for each User ID #. (18 

years of age and older). 

Health, social and academic problems can 

occur when people drink too much.  Current 

research indicates that adult men who drink  

five or more standard drinks and adult wom-

en who drink four or more standard drinks 

on any given day within a two-week period 

are at higher risk for these types of prob-

lems. 

The self-inventory check up also includes 

information about BAC levels, Sobering Up, 

Cost to you in money, Physical costs and 

performance, Personal Risk Factors,   

Drinking and Driving,  Sexual Risks, Alcohol 

Comparison , Tobacco use,  Setting Goals 

and Aspirations, Relationships, Career and 

Life Goals and Self  Esteem.     It    also      

includes information on making a change 

and provides local as well as national    

resources. 

Give yourself an e-CHECKUP TO GO from 

time to time.  Like checking your cholester-

ol, BMI or blood pressure, you can take the 

e-CHECKUP TO GO from time to time to 

see how your current use of alcohol and/or 

marijuana  has changed or if it may be hin-

dering you from getting from where you are 

to where you want to be.

"This is the crack of marijuana," one   
official quoted a user as saying of the 
concentrated butane hash oil.” 

A drug that is gaining popularity 

on the West Coast is moving 

eastward and is expected to  

become more of a threat in Mar-

yland, according to a state law 

enforcement official. 

That drug, butane hash oil, is 

such a concentrated form of 

marijuana that users have been 

known to pass out while        

ingesting it, police said  

“It’s what’s described to me by 

one user, ‘This is the crack of 

marijuana,’” said Sgt Mike 

Conner, who works in the  crim-

inal enforcement division with 

the Maryland State Police.  

He said it is being seized in Mar-

yland on state highways and 

through the mail system and 

"eventually it will come here" on 

a more widespread basis. 

“It’s so potent. …. “It’s a  pop-

u lar  w ay  o f  p eo p le       g et t in g  

a very, very strong high ,” he 

said. 

He said police have discovered 

butane hash oil, also known as 

“dabbing,”  “honey,”    “amber,” 

“wax” or “ear wax,” being shipped 

through the postal system to     

addresses in Maryland, though he 

said he was unable to specify exact 

locations.  

He said drug dealers and users 

don't know how to extract the 

powerful oil from marijuana, so 

they buy it and have it shipped. 

He cited one traffic stop on I-95 

this summer in Cecil County  

Police said they seized the oil as 

well as electronic cigarettes  in 

a vehicle in which passengers were 

traveling from Florida to New York 

for a concert. 

Users ingest butane hash oil by 

heating up a piece of metal, like a 

titanium nail, possibly with a     

butane torch, and touching the 

hash oil to it.  

“It is dangerous,” Conner said. 

“People claim you can’t overdose 

on marijuana. In fact, you can. It’s 

so strong, they are passing out.” 

Organizations dedicated to        

reducing drug use in teens say  

butane hash oil is gaining populari-

ty because of its potency: It can 

contain as much at 90 percent  

tetrahydrocannabinol (THC),   

compared to other strains of   ma-

rijuana, which contained 25 per-

Crazy Clown 
Another synthetic drug hits the market.

We all know that there are some scary 
clowns out there. Stephen King's 
"Pennywise the Dancing Clown" from the 
novel "IT" comes to mind, but while this 
child-killing clown is evil, there is another 
clown in the competition... and this one is 
known as "Crazy Clown". What is it? Crazy 
Clown is a new, synthetic, incense-type 
drug with some serious and potentially fatal 
side effects. In fact, it's being blamed for 
making many people sick and sending them 
to the hospital with violent reactions.  

Crazy Clown is a dangerous drug that is 

smoked or burned in a small bowl and  

inhaled. It is believed the active chemical in 

Crazy Clown is E4279, which is still legal in 

many states. The chemicals in this drug 

have a compounding effect of both a   stim-

ulant and an opiate which can produce 

potentially deadly side effects. The      

symptoms include: nausea, vomiting, dry 

mouth, weakness, cardiac problems,    

psychotic episodes, and even paralysis in 

some cases. 

Where is it sold? Unfortunately, you may be 

able to find Crazy Clown in convenience 

stores and smoke shops in your hometown. 

These shops could be endangering the 

lives of teens and young people by selling 

this drug. Here's the scariest thing - its   

active ingredient is still unknown. Like many 

other synthetic drugs out there, the short 

and long-term effects are still a mystery, but 

what we are seeing is not good. Yet despite 

the warnings, teens and young adults   

continue experimenting with these easy-to-

get synthetic drugs. ~Ed Moses (Ret.
